On the island, a
step-on guide takes us to many rustic places, including a walk over a quaint bridge to a
sandy beach. We stop to visit Madeline Island Historical Museum with a pioneer home, many arti-
facts of the area, and a lighthouse reflective prism light demonstration. We ferry back to the mainland
and drive to nearby Ashland, WI, where we stay on the shores of Lake Superior for the next 2
nights.
