The beautiful Mississippi River flows from its headwaters in Itasca, MN, all the way to the Gulf of Mex-
ico. We have chosen to explore the quaint, historic communities along the river from Red Wing, MN,
to La Crosse, WI, along the “Great River Road.”

July 20 board our luxury coach in one of our convenient guaranteed departure cities
and head north to Red Wing, MN. Red Wing is on the list of "1000 Places to See in the
U.S. and Canada Before You Die" by Patricia Schultz, who cited the city's spectacular
setting along the bluffs of the upper Mississippi and its historic architecture as well as
the town's abundance of arts and festival offerings. She also touts the
importance of locally produced products such as Red Wing Stoneware
Red Wing Pottery and the Red Wing Shoe Company. We will enjoy a
pottery demonstration and shopping in the colorful shops in this delightful town. We
stay the night at Treasure Island Resort and Casino, where you can relax and enjoy
the pool, gift shop, bowling or try your luck. Use a meal voucher toward dinner in one
of the restaurants. Have fun, whatever you decide to do!
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July 21 after breakfast (meal voucher provided), a guide joins us for an interesting morning tour of
the historic homes, harbor, and bluffs of Red Wing, with panoramic views from atop Memorial Park.
Next we head to Lake City for a picnic lunch along the
shores of Lake Pepin, one of the most beautiful spots on [
the Mississippi. Formed by the delta of Wisconsin's
Chippewa River, Lake Pepin is a 28-mile-long, three-
mile-wide natural waterway that is part of the mighty
Mississippi. The village was settled in 1846, and was
initially known as a steamboat boomtown familiar to Mark Twain and to wealthy Chicago
socialites who summered on the lake. It's also where water skiing was invented. After
& lunch we travel to Wabasha, Home of “Grumpy Old Men", where Slippery’s Bar and
other tributes to the movie abound. Our first stop is to the National Eagle Center, a
favorite spot for hundreds of migratory bald eagles and the cage-free avi-
5 S ary, housing three resident rehab American bald eagles and one golden
_leagle. View these magnificent birds up close while learning about their
" care and feeding. The Center is a spacious, beautiful building overlooking g
the river and featuring interpretive exhibits and observation decks. A short walk away we
visit “The Chocolate Escape” for a tour of the origins and benefits of chocolate, and en-
joy tasting dark, rich chocolate samples. Ooooo! And their “Zanzibar” chocolate ice
cream is to die forl Next door you may enjoy stopping in at the Wind Whisper West, the Kimono Factory
and Gallery which features a stunning collection of ornate wedding kimonos and a Japanese textile art
gallery. Have dinner on your own at “Ye Olde Triangle Pub” or “Slippery’s Bar and Girill,” right on the
water, as we stay overnight in this charming town.

July 22 after breakfast, we travel to nearby Kellogg to tour Lark Toys,
famous for its hand-carved carousel and a fabulous antique toy museum.
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board the La Crosse Queen for a leisurely afternoon lunch and cruise. A modern-
day replica of the grand river boats that plied the Mississippi River in the late 19th
Century, the La Crosse Queen is one of the few authentic Mississippi River paddle-
wheel river boats still in operation in the country today. Enjoy 1%z hours of scenic de-
light on the upper Mississippi River! As we paddle upstream on the main channel of
the river your guide wiII explain facts and trivia of the historical and present day river

the most scenic areas in the Midwest. As we near the Lock & Dam No.
il 7 at Dresbach, MN, your guide will explain the locking process to you. After our lazy after-
noon cruise, we head for home, filled with memories of the timeless treasures of charming
river communities along the Mighty Mississippi River.
